Theme-Based Learning

After each beginner
and intermediate class, students receive videos
reviewing their stories, cue cards, and sentences. o e
These can be used multiple times for extra practice!

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Unit Reviews

At the end of each unit, we conduct a unit review to
assess your child’s performance. This allows students
to demonstrate what they learned and what they
remember. Teachers connect the previous lessons
and summarize the unit.

In our French classrooms, we implement Whole Language learning. This is
quite different from a traditional language learning environment. In our English
classrooms, children are not taught to simply memorize individual vocabulary
words. So why do that for French? Through our various activities, students
make meaning through taking risks, predicting, and self-correcting.
